Daniel Duane Tompkins Farnsworth

Birth:- -Dec. 23, 1819  New York

Politician. Daniel D. T. Farnsworth was West Virginia's second Governor, he served in that post for only six days. He was a native of Staten Island, New York, but lived in Buckhannon West Virginia after he was two and a half years old. His grandfather was a large landowner in Pocahontas   and what is now Upshur  , having traded his property in New York for his extensive acreage in this state. Governor Farnsworth was reared on the family farm, but later he became a tailor, merchant, banker and railroad director. During the Cival War he was known for his fierce patriotism. It was said that, although threatened with death by Rebel soldiers while he was speaking in Philippi, he refused to stop his speech-making. On another occasion, he reportedly threatened to kill any Rebel who touched the Union flag flying from the courthouse in Buckhannon. 

At the Wheeling Convention in 1861 he offered the first resolution leading to the formation of the new state of West Virginia. He was a member of the first House of Delegates of the new state and later was elected to the Senate, where he served seven years. When Governor Boreman resigned in the last days of his term to serve in the U.S. Senate, Farnsworth served the remainder of Boreman's term. (bio by: Mister Nobody)

He was born on Staten Island, New York, and moved to Buckhannon, Upshur  , at the age of two. He was raised on a farm and later worked as a tailor, merchant, banker, railroad director, and as one of the first Upshur   justices of the peace. In 1861, Farnsworth became a member of the first Wheeling Convention, proposing the first statehood resolution. He served in the Reorganized Government of Virginia and West Virginia state senates between 1862 and 1869, eventually being elected Sentaet President. On February 26, 1869, Arthur I. Boreman resigned as governor to join the United States Senate. Farnsworth, as state senate president, succeeded him, serving a seven-day term from February 26, 1869 - March 4, 1869.

Hi Jeff,

First, you say "all the links".  If it is truly all links, then something is misconfigured on your end and you may disregard the rest of this message.  However, if it is just a few links, then read on.

The answer to this question is surprisingly complex, and I won't be able to go into all the details, but I'll give an overview.

I need a way to exchange information privately (without eavesdropping) with users of the website--for example, when submitting passwords for managing a subscription to the Farnsworth history mailing list.  The https protocol is the best way to do this, so I use it for the secure pages on www.farnsworth.org. Most pages on www.farnsworth.org, like most of the internet, use the http protocol which provides no such eavesdropping

protection.

In addition, the https protocol provides for authenticating a web server via encrypted "certificates".  A website owner can register that website with a certificate authority, for a minimum of about US$75.00 per year, and the certificate authority will provide a computer-readable certificate that certifies (to some degree) that the website has been registered.

The guarantees provided by such website registration are minimal and are of little value for  ww.farnsworth.org, so I have opted not to register the site.  (At $75/year, it's almost cheap enough for me to do it to avoid the aggravation of questions like this, but that's $75/year per website, and they begin to add up.)  Instead, I provide a self-signed certificate.  In effect, I specify that my website is run by me.  This still provides the full anti-eavesdropping protection.

This works fine with some web browsers.  Firefox, for example, allows you to simply acknowledge that you understand the website has not been registered, and to permanently accept the website's unregistered certificate.

Internet Explorer used to do the same.  However, in the last few years, Microsoft decided to make this more difficult for users of Internet Explorer and now provides no easy way to accept certificates for unregistered web sites.  With Internet Explorer, you can only accept these unregistered certificates temporarily, until the next time you restart Internet Explorer.

I'm sorry for the inconvenience, but I'm too cheap to pay the $75/year on Microsoft's whim.

I recommend using Firefox, instead of Internet Explorer, which will solve the problem on your end.  Firefox is much better than Internet Explorer for security reasons as well.  It can be legally downloaded for free from <http://www.mozilla.com/en-US/firefox/>.

IMMIGRATION THROUGH SALT LAKE to CALIFORNIA -- The San Francisco â€˜Alta' contains a correspondence from Salt Lake City, which mentions the fact that immigrants from the East, principally from Iowa and Michigan, are passing through en route for California. From July 4th to July 17th there passed 199 wagons, composed of 367 men, 125 women and 74 children. Mr. McCUMMING and brother, from Wisconsin, and destined for Marysville, have a fine stock of 37 merino bucks and 16 ewes, also 43 large American mares, averaging 17 hands high. Most of the leading men of the different companies have resided in California, and now are returning with their families. Among them are Messrs. WINSTON, McFARLINE, ALLEN, CUTTS, REED, FISHER, BATTICE, DELTS, LAKE, HENRY, FARNSWORTH and Mrs. PARKER, SWEET and KELLY. This immigration have considerable number of loose stock; cows and horses and mares intended for breeding.
