and was for many years employed by the Union Machine company as pattern maker, until three years ago when he went to Warren in the employ of the Slater Engine company. Last spring he was obliged to give up work and returned to this city.

Mr. Farnsworth leaves a widow, Mary P., and a son, Wallace W. Farnsworth, two brothers, C. P. Farnsworth of Denver, Col., and J. M. Farnsworth of Warren, and two sisters, Mrs. Walter Howell of Lawrence, Kan., and Mrs. J. M. Reed of Brooklyn, N. Y.

Mr. Farnsworth enlisted in Co. F, 57th Regt., Mass. Vols., Feb. 18, 1864, and was discharged as sergeant, by order of the war department, June 28, 1865. He was twice wounded. At the explosion of the Petersburg mine, July 30, 1864, he received a severe gun shot wound in the right shoulder and on another occasion a bullet in the right knee.

Mr. Farnsworth was a member of Mt. Roulstone Lodge and King David Encampment, I. O. O. F., and Plymouth Colony, No. 97, Pilgrim Fathers of this city, and was adjutant of Clara Barton Post, No. 64, of Warren.

The funeral of Rufus G. Farnsworth was held, Wednesday at 2 p. m., at 52 High street, and was attended by a large number of relatives and friends, and members of the different organizations of which he was a member.

Rev. Dr. N. T. Whitaker, pastor of the M. E. church, officiated, and paid a high tribute to the sterling worth and integrity of the deceased. The singing was by J. Warren White, Mrs. C. L. Mayne, Lillian A. White and F. D. Brocklebank. The selections were "Remember Me," and "The Home Land."

The bearers were W. H. Howard of Mt. Roulstone Lodge; Aaron F. Whitney of King David Encampment; Junior Vice Commander George Bliss, Quartermaster L. A. Powers of Clara Barton Post, Warren; C. A. Bigelow and J. F. Bartlett of the 57th regiment.

The casket was covered and surrounded with handsome flowers from the different organizations, relatives and friends.

She was married to George Joseph Nichols as you have in your information, but his father's name was not Josephus Morgan, but rather Joseph Morgan.  Somewhere after his birth he took on the name Joseph W. Morgan, the 'W' for Williams, but that was not on his birth certificate.  He was named after his uncle "Josephus Williams" of Wales, who I suspect was also Joseph on his birth certificate.  Joseph W. Morgan's wife, George's mother, was Sarah Ann Sykes.  The name "Josephus" was somewhat invented for him by his other daughter Hattie for his obituary, I think it sounded a little fancier, but that was not actually his name nor did he go by that name.
